Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 Sports Day – Friday 23rd June 2023 

 

 

Weather permitting, this year Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 Sports Day will take place at    

9.30 am on Friday 23rd June on the Key Stage 2 field. Parents will need to enter via the gate at the 

bottom of the Key Stage 2 playground. The gate will be opened at 9.15am.

The wide range of events will ensure 

parents will have ample opportunity to view their child and indeed children if more than one. 

 

We would ask that during the event parents remain outside of the circuit to ensure the health and 

safety of all and that any litter is picked up so that the field is ready for our Key Stage 2 Sports Day 

in the afternoon. Please note that no smoking/vaping, alcohol or dogs are allowed anywhere on the 

school site. 

 

May we take this opportunity to remind parents that any photographs/videos taken are purely for 

your own personal use and MUST NOT be shared via any social media platforms. Thank you in 

advance for your co-operation in this matter. 

 

Your child will need to come to school in their normal school uniform and will then change into 

their white P.E. t-shirt and black P.E. shorts. They will also need appropriate footwear; trainers 

are preferred or plimsolls can be worn. Please ensure your child has a water bottle in school on this 

day. Hats can be worn but please ensure sun cream is applied before coming to school.
